For the blood sampling procedures a catheter will be placed into the jugular vein to facilitate repeated sampling and to reduce the stress on the cows associated with repeated venipuncture.  Prior to catheterization, the site will be

 clipped and scrubbed 3 x each with betadine scrub and then 70% isopropyl alcohol (aseptic technique). The overlying skin will be desensitized using a bleb of 2% lidocaine (~0.03 mg/kg; subcutaneous injection) at the site.  A trained individual on the protocol, wearing sterile gloves, using standard percutaneous placement procedures will insert the large bore catheter.  Following catheter insertion, the catheter will be anchored with one suture, covered with dry gauze and then secured with elasticon and vet-wrap to prevent contamination around the site and displacement of the catheter.  Blood will be drawn with a syringe every 15 minutes for two hours; 10 mls per draw.  Heparinized saline will be used to flush the catheters after each sample.  The catheter will be removed after sampling is completed.
